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Aims & Objectives

Course Outline

Day 1:

The first day of the course will consider the safety of an organisation to include culture,
ethos and principles underpinning safeguarding to ensure safeguarding is “living and
breathing” in the organisation with a focus on making safeguarding personal, to enable
the NHS to deliver good quality care. Discussions will explore the interface between
discharging our duty of care, whilst respecting autonomy and self-determination, and
the sometimes ethical dilemma of choice and risk.

We will also explore the duties and responsibilities of the NHS as a public authority in
pubic law, the impact of the European Convention on Human Rights and the relevant
UN Conventions relevant to both children and adults on safeguarding, duties and
powers under relevant legislation, regulatory frameworks, National safeguarding
standards, and guidance and their link to internal policies and procedures. Focus will
be on our duties around whistleblowing and duty of candour, and how safeguarding
links to the safety of not only patients but the organisation and staff.

We will consider the duties and responsibilities of the statutory partnership
arrangements in the wider scope of health, social care and partnership organisations,
exploring the legislative changes regarding the Children and Social Work Act 2017
and the role of the NHS.
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Day 2:

Delegates will learn how to identify and evaluate lessons learnt from audits, quality
assurance, complaints, ombudsmen, judicial review, case law, coroner's courts,
sserious case reviews, safeguarding adult reviews, domestic homicide reviews, serious

incidents and the media.
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Consideration will also be given to the consequences of poor safeguarding and the
significant implications of poor practice especially around records, record keeping and

reporting.

The day will conclude with a look at the role of the court, process and theory of cross
‘examination with an opportunity to take part in a mock Court on a case of neglect.
